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Recent Ministry Highlights  

1.  Recidivism among active FreedomWorks participants is at 3% .  The national 
average is between 60% -65% .  This is an incredible number and we give all 
the credit and glory to God.  

2.  FreedomWorks is no longer thought of as just a house 
with eight men living in it.  It is a whole community of 
men, some of whom live outside the house, who come to-

gether to support each other.   

3.  We have outgrown our space in the FreedomWorks house 

and have moved both our CBS class and Thursday night 
fellowships to St. Andrewõs Church. 

4. We had over 250 people attend our mid -summer Cele-

bration of Service.  

5.  Our Christmas event in December was attended by over 100 people .
